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Art in the Pen  -   Information for Artists 

The Auction Mart is a light, airy space offering both natural and daylight lighting, enclosed on all sides.  Exhibition spaces consist of a section of floor either 5.4 meters x 3.3 meters or 2.7 meters x 3.3 meters (approximately) and one 13-amp electrical socket is provided per area.  The artist needs to bring with them all tables, overnight covers, easels, backing boards, trellis work, lighting etc. necessary to display their work.  Some sections will have the facility to hang on a metal grid at the back of the space extending the height by 2ft. The bars to each side can also be used, however artists need to bring their own hanging equipment. This approach allows artists the maximum flexibility and keeps the cost of exhibiting down. In addition, credit card facilities are available for artist’s sales however artists must be prepared to absorb the commission which is currently 4% but may increase or decrease accordingly.

Preview – Those artists choosing to set up on Friday 17 August are required to participate in the preview.  If you opt for the opportunity for the preview you will need to supply your own refreshments and arrange for your own contacts to be invited.  Postcards can be supplied upon request (up to 100 postcards per artist).
Art in the Pen will have a strong media promotional campaign to include:

· All the major media publications and a list of specialist arts journalists will be contacted
· A programme of artists involved in the festival will be provided in print.

· A high quality printed leaflet advertising the event will be distributed throughout the area and to other regions. 

· Galleries will be targeted along with large businesses and collectors.

Important -  How to apply

Please provide the following:

A filled-in application form.

6 images on CD.  Each image should not exceed 1MB.
100-word artist statement
Artist CV.   File names should be referenced to Artist’s name.  
If you wish for your images to be returned enclose a suitable envelope with the correct postage.  No work will be returned if the postage is not correct.
Please note: Artists work on stalls has to be of the quality as submitted by images and only the work of the selected artist.
Guidelines and Rules for Artists
1. Show dates, Saturday 18 and Sunday 19 August 2012, 10am - 4pm. 

2. Set up Friday 17 August 2012,  2pm – 6pm, 
3. Preview - Friday 17 August 2011, 7pm – 9pm.  All artists must participate in the preview.
4.  Take down must not be started before 4pm on Sunday 14 August 2011 and cleared by 8pm

5.  All vehicles must be parked in the designated area.

6. Your trading space is either approx 5.4 meters x 3.3 meters or 2.7 meters x 3.3 meters 

7. Your allocated space is pre-assigned and you will be shown where to set up. 

8. All areas are strictly non smoking. 

9. Electrics - 1 x 13 amp socket is provided to each space, but artists must supply their own lighting 

10. No cables will be allowed to trail across floors and all electrical items must have been checked by a qualified electrician before they can be used. Further checks may be carried out on the day.

11. Artists must state the size of their required display area on the registration form.  Fee is plus VAT.
12. Artists must supply their own screens, easels, hanging racks, tables, overnight covers etc. Walls must not be used to hang any art work however there will be the facility in some spaces of placing work on a metal grid provided on the back of the designated area.  Artists must provide their own hanging materials.

13. The floor layout complies with legal and fire officer requirements. All aisles and fire doors must be kept clear at all times. 

14. Artists are responsible for their own public liability and goods insurance. The minimum public liability insurance cover required is £1 million. A copy of this must be sent with the registration form.  The organisers can accept no liability for theft, damage, personal injury or any other loss, howsoever caused. 

15. By submitting your registration form artists agree that contact details will be submitted to the website, any images submitted can be used for publicity purposes.  The organisers will, wherever possible, acknowledge the artists by name.
These rules will be strictly applied and are at the total discretion of the organisers.
